Daddy, your love of Torah and your amazing deep thoughts were the special connection we had together. Sometimes I would laugh out loud from the beauty of your insights in Torah. 

Daddy, many people have received Torah from you, and each on is  a better person because of it.

Daddy, I would like to try to explain to everyone what I have learned and understood from you ways and thoughts. 

Daddy, There is a Gemara that states that you can tell a person's character by his 'Koso. Kiso, uKaaso', by the way he handles drinking, his pocketbook and his anger. Koso – drinking means taking control of an urge that you realize is wrong. Daddy, you decided one day to stop smoking and you took the steps and stopped immediately. This shows great control over your will. 

Kiso is a person's pocketbook, how  he handles money and how he gives tzedaka. Daddy, I have heard from many people how you have always taken care of the needy, but you did it in an unassuming way, hiding from the limelight, just making sure that everyone is ok.
